CITIZENS POLICE ACADEMY 

“Excellence Through Cooperative Education” 

 

The training is a 30 hour block of 

instruction in a series of classes, held 

each week for three hours.  

 

The instruction is comprehensive, 

covering a different area of the Police 

Department each week. 

  

The Granbury Citizens Police 

Academy covers such diverse topics 

as training in criminal investigations, 

crime prevention, family violence, 

juvenile law, DWI procedures and 

introduction to the special response 

team. 

 

Emphasis is placed on the patrol 

division, as that is the segment of the 

police department with which the 

public most often comes into contact. 

Instruction in these and other topics 

will consist of lectures, 

demonstrations, tours, and hands-on 

experiences.   

 

The Academy is held once a year. 

The minimum age for enrollment is 

21, and you do not have to live or 

work within the City of Granbury to
